This amendment is issued to make a change to the scope of work/specifications and to answer the following questions.

In Section III, Scope of Work/Specifications, page 10, Contractor shall:
Delete:

1. Install system on existing concrete pad.  The pad dimensions are 60” W X 132” L. Contractor must notify Trident Technical College at time of offer if existing concrete pad is of insufficient size. (See bidding schedule).

Insert:
1. Install system on existing concrete pad.  The pad dimensions are 33” W x 59” L. Contractor must notify Trident Technical College at time of offer if existing concrete pad is of insufficient size. (See bidding schedule).

Q-1: Do you have any information on the current gas line or BTUs that are supplying the current
       generator? If so could you please send the information you have.

A-1: TTC does not have any information on the propane supply line or the BTU’s that are supplying the current
         generator.
Q-2: Is the intent to upgrade the ATS also? If you could please clarify this I would greatly appreciate it. 

A-1: A new ATS capable of supporting the generator offered is to be included in the offer.

        Reference: In Section III, Scope of Work/Specifications, page 10, generator shall:
1. Include an automatic transfer switch to start generator and transfer load automatically upon failure of utility power and automatically shut down generator and transfer load after restoration of utility power.
Q-3: Regarding the narrative, if we are upgrading the generator to 20KW and the ATS are we 

        responsible for upgrading the wire, conduit, etc. feeding the ATS on the normal and emergency 

        side, or are we to just install the ATS and Generator into the existing system(wire, conduit, etc.)?
A-3: The contractor is responsible for upgrading the wire, conduit, etc.., if required, to connect the generator to

         the ATS and from the ATS to the existing loads per all applicable codes and ordinances.
All other specifications remain the same.
