General Admission Procedures for the Expanded Duty Dental Assisting Program

2. Students will be required to provide a completed, current Health Sciences—Student
Health Record including all immunizations and titers, TB (PPD) tests, as well
as current Healthcare Provider CPR certification, major medical insurance and
medical professional liability coverage.

Note: Falsification of any information submitted will make a student ineligible for
admission to or continuation in the Expanded Duty Dental Assisting program.

Course Progression

To progress to the next Expanded Duty Dental Assisting term/semester, the student
must earn a grade of C or better in all courses required for the program. Student must
earn a C or better in professional development for each EDDA course.
